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Post-Doctoral Researcher in the Regenerative Neuroscience Cluster at NUIG

Applications are invited for the above two-year contract position in the Departments of Pharmacology & Therapeutics and Biochemistry at National University of Ireland, Galway. This research will investigate heat shock proteins as a novel neuroprotective therapy for Parkinson’s disease, and is funded by Science Foundation Ireland. Induction of heat shock proteins is part of the cell’s ‘stress response’ and renders them more resistant to a variety of toxins. Recent studies have shown that heat shock proteins are capable of protecting cells from toxins normally associated with Parkinson’s disease, suggesting that they may provide a novel treatment for this disease. This project will use a gene therapy approach to determine if heat shock proteins are capable of preventing neuronal death and motor impairments in in vivo models of Parkinson’s disease. If so, this will establish whether they are a valid target for the treatment of Parkinson’s disease.

The successful candidate will have a PhD in a relevant biological discipline, and will have experience in at least one of the following areas: viral vector construction and neural application, tissue culture of mammalian cells, or generation of in vivo models of neurodegenerative disease using stereotaxic surgery.
